Underdrive
Our family once had a Triumph Dolomite which had a switch on the
top of the gearstick called “overdrive”. Trundling along, laden with
children and holiday luggage, dad would flick that switch and the
seemingly impossible would happen—our beast of burden would
rapidly accelerate and shoot off like a rocket going into orbit.
With only 10 days to Christmas most of us feel like we need an
overdrive button. Will | get my cards written and posted in time?
Should | risk normal delivery? Have | got a moment to go out and
buy one more present? Will the sprouts be too hard as | didn’t put
them on until the middle of November this year? So much to do...
Yet today is Gaudete or Rejoicing Sunday: we should not worry too
much about such things but rather be joyful that Christ is to come
again. True, the liturgy turns to focus on the historical coming from
today, but we are still supposed to be waiting in hope for His second
coming. Therefore, just as people did 2000 years ago, we should
listen to St John the Baptist and take stock of our lives: have we lived
up to our Baptismal promises to love God and our neighbour?
There is no better way to test this than by going to Confession.
Leading up to Christmas, as well as at the usual times on Saturday,
we will hear Confessions for half an hour after all the weekday
Masses and on Tuesday, Wednesday and Friday at 7.00pm. If you
have some time, pop into the church, spend a while rejoicing that
our Eucharistic Lord is coming in the flesh, and then see what needs
to be got rid of to make space for Him. Whatever those things are,
bring them to Confession and be glad as Christ gently blows them
away to create room for Himself in your heart.
Important as they are, it’s not all about cards, presents or sprouts.
We need to find peace for a little while, even just for a moment, to
discover the real person inside us; that hidden, burdened but deeply
-loved individual that the Christ-child came to save. And when God’s
Sacramental grace has made our true selves whole again, we should
rejoice that we have done all we can to be worthy to commemorate
His historical coming and be ready for His second coming.
May you each find your underdrive switch in the coming days: then
just hit it, and hang on for the most joyful ride of your life. Fr Kevin
