                                            I AM the Bread of Life 
“Man should tremble, the world should vibrate, all Heaven should be 
deeply moved when the Son of God appears on the altar in the hands 
of the priest”, St Francis of Assisi (1181-1226).  
The readings for this Sunday focus on how God enters our lives, how 
He lovingly reveals to us our sinfulness, and how He then strengthens 
us to follow Him on mission. The three men mentioned this weekend 
are Isaiah, Saint Paul, and Saint Peter. They were called by the Lord; 
made truthfully aware of their unworthiness in God’s sight; offered  
healing in His love; and then given the promise of new life and  
mission. May we, too, open our hearts! 
Throughout the history of the Church, men and women, like them, 
have responded to the call of God. We, each of us, are called to reflect 
on the words of Jesus to Saint Peter in todays’ Gospel, “put out into 
deep water”. One of the unfathomable depths which God has poured 
out for us is the Eucharist. Through the depths of the Mass welling-up 
inside of us, becoming a missionary Saint is possible. 
I started these few words with a quotation from the great Saint  
Francis of Assisi. Let us turn to a more recent Saint, “O Jesus! From 
now on, near the Eucharist, I shall be able to sacrifice myself in  
silence, to wait for Heaven in peace, keeping myself open to the rays 
of the Divine Host: in this furnace of love, I shall be consumed, and 
like a seraphim, Lord, I shall love You”, Saint Therese of Lisieux (1873-
1897); a more recent Blessed has proclaimed, “The more Eucharist we  
receive, the more we will become like Jesus, so that on earth we will 
have a foretaste of heaven”, Carlo Acutis (1991-2006).  
From the words of these Saints and Blessed, and there are many more  
examples, we learn that the Holy Sacrifice of the Mass is the source of 
eternal loving communion with God. Placing Mass at the centre of our 
lives is right and just. Asking Mass to be said for various intentions and  
our loved ones, whether they be with us or gone to the Lord, is the 
greatest act of love and sacrifice we can perform for them. The  
offering or stipend, is not only a sacrifice on the part of the donor, but 
also furthers the work of Jesus’ Church to bring salvation to the world, 
through the hands of His priests, in parts of His world so desperately 
in need of Jesus. May we hunger for the Gift that is the Mass.    Fr Ben
